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1 5. Policies

1) Privacy Policy:

Nishiyamato Academy will not disclose any information about you or your child without your written consent. As a process of applying to
Nishiyamato Academy, you will be asked to provide your personal information. This information will be secured by our faculties and will
never be shared with other organizations, advertisers or other third parties without your explicit permission. Should there be an emergency;,
your information will be accessed by our staff strictly to contact you to inform you of the event.

2) Qualifications:

To be accepted into Nishiyamato Academy, your child must be able to:

Understand the appropriate level of Japanese corresponding to Japanese standard curriculum.

Cooperate with others when there are group activities.

Be respectful to other students and faculties. As the guardian of a future Nishiyamato student, you must be able to or know a person who:
Can read and understand information which will be provided in Japanese, main source of communication, between the household and the
school, (All newsletters will be written in Japanese.)

Can communicate in Japanese to your child. Help your child’s homework in Japanese.

3) Admission selection methods:

Your child will be assessed on the performances of the entrance exam and interview.

Nishiyamato Academy will not accept any negotiations regarding your child’s test score.

Nishiyamato Academy believes in multiculturalism and fairness. Therefore, one ethnicity, religion, appearance or any other factor will not
be favored over the other.

If .for any reason ,your child did not meet the qualification to enter Nishiyamato Academy due to performance during the entrance
examination or interview, the reasons will not be because of gender, race, belief, religion, social status, nationality, disability, or any other
factor.

Nishiyamato Academy may invite parents or guardians  to an interviewing process for additional information. Your child may be enrolled
in Nishiyamato Academy upon completion of entrance examination, interview, and attendance of orientation. Once these processes are
completed, enrollment of your child will be accepted. If maximum capacity is exceeded in the class your child wishes to enroll, he/she will
be placed on a waiting list and be contacted once there is availability.

4) CHILD ABUSE REPORTING LAW REQUIREMENTS:

Al staff members are REQUIRED by California State law and licensing requirements to report immediately to the police or Child
Protective Services (CPS) any instance when there is reason to suspect the occurrence of physical, sexual, or emotional child abuse, child
neglect, or exploitation.

The staff may not notify parents when the police or CPS are called about possible child abuse, neglect, or exploitation, except on the
recommendation of CPS or the police.

5)Anti-Bullying Policy

Students understand that bullying is prohibited since bullying causes emotional and psychological damage to the affected person. The
definition of bullying is determined by the Japanese Ministry of Education.  The teachers are permitted to discipline any student without
labeling the action as bullying if that student’s behavior immediately changes positively and is able to develop a healthy relationship with the
affected person.

6) NON-DISCRIMINATION POLICY:

Nishiyamato Academy does not discriminate on the basis of gender, race, color, religion, or national or ethnic origin in admittance,
education, or other administrative policies and extends to all the rights, privileges, programs, and activities generally made available to
students at the school.

7) EMERGENCY SCHOOL CLOSURES:

In the event of severe weather, Nishiyamato Academy may close. In general, if the neighboring schools are closed, Nishiyamato Academy
will be as well. In case of serious emergencies such as earthquakes, fire, storms, loss of power/water, parents will be notified, if possible, and
children will be cared for until parents or emergency contacts arrive.
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8) ILLNESSES:

The problem of communicable disease is prevalent in every school and NAC is no exception. Parents must make other arrangements for

the care of their children when they show symptoms of any deviation from normal health. If a child becomes ill at NAC the director or

teacher will immediately notify the parents. The child will be kept separated from the class until taken home.

Children will not be permitted at our school with any of the following conditions:

1. Fever of 100 degrees under arm (auxiliary) or higher, and if they also have one or more of the following: diarrhea, earache, signs of

irritability or confusion, sore throat, rash.

2. Vomiting on two or more occasions within the past 24 hours.

3. Diarrhea—three or more watery stools in a 24-hour period.

4. Draining rash or undiagnosed rash lasting over a 24-hour period.

5. Eyedischarge or pink eye. Children can be readmitted after medical diagnosis to rule out bacterial or viral infection, or 24 hours on

antibiotic treatment.

6.  Fatigue that prevents participation in regular activities.

7. Open oozing sores and scabs, unless properly covered and 24 hours on antibiotic treatment.

8. Head lice — until treatment is effective and a follow-up check has been made by school personnel.

9) HEALTH RECORDS and MEDICATIONS:

Medication must be in the original container and accompanied with a copy of the information given to you by the pharmacy. Before any

prescription or nonprescription medication can be administered, we must have permission in writing by the child’s parent or

guardian. Please fill out the medication forms and enter instructions into the Daily Medication Log Book. Please bring a copy of the

information given to you by the pharmacy.

Medication must go home after the last date that the medication is administered.

Health forms are required to be completed at the time of enrollment showing any allergies, physical handicaps, a statement of general health,

and a current immunization history. These must be updated and kept current.

10) PAYMENT AND DISMISSAL (Only penalty is stated. Please check more details on the page 4 to 5.)

1. Ifanautomatic withdrawal of tuition fees (ACH) or check payment is declined, $30 fee will be charged, and a check must be paid no
later than one week after the declines payment transaction.

2. Ifcheck payment is requested, $10 administrative fee will be charged.

3. A$30/week administrative fee will be charged if the payment is not made within 2 weeks of the declines payment. In addition,
students are not permitted to attend school.

4. IFTHEPAYMENT IS NOT RECEIVED WITHING 30 DAYS OR MORE AFTER THE DECLINES PAYMENT, THE
CLAIM WILL BE TRANSFEREED TO A COLLECTION AGENCY, AND THE STUDENT WILL LOSE ENROLLMENT
AT NISHIYAMATO ACADEMY.

5. Only completed transactions for payment count toward tuition fee payment. Bounced checks will not be accepted.
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
